Dear Church Family, 
 

 It has been a while since I have put an article in the Chimes and I thought this would be a great opportunity to 

bring you up to date on the happenings in your Nursery School. We are currently at full capacity plus 2, bringing our 

enrollment this year to 86 wonderful children.  Forty of them will graduate in May and head to Kindergarten in the fall 

very well prepared for the rigors of academics. Our registration has been amazing for next fall as well (100 children) 

with many of our classes  full or with only 1 or 2 open slots. If you have a child, grandchild, or neighbor who has been 

considering enrolling in our school in the fall, please call me for availability. It always hurts me to turn away families but 

we only have so much room. As many of you know, we have a lot of military families in our school and itôs a joy to wel-

come them, not only to our Nursery School but also to our church as they become acquainted with our community. God 

has truly blessed us with their presence. 

 Because we pride ourselves on community service, our projects are always ongoing. Thus far this year, we have 

shipped 10 boxes of needed supplies and goodies to our military dads; we have collected over 400 various cans of meat 

for the food pantry at Christmas and we have gathered hundredôs of pairs of shoes for the survivors of the Haiti earth-

quake and also assisted with the shipping cost. Although our school is unable to use Box Top labels, we do collect them 

and twice a year we send them all to the Red Bird Mission School where they are desperately needed. We are grateful for 

the generosity of our Nursery School families. 

 Our library continues to grow as does our reading program. During the 2 week period where we participated in 

D.E.A.R. (Drop Everything and Read!) our children read (or had read to them) 4,605 books.  Our success was celebrated 

with a school wide pizza party where the children managed to devour 22 large pizzas. Many of our four year olds and JK 

students are now reading by themselves. It almost brings tears to your eyes to see how proud they are of their accom-

plishments.  

 Although we lost two weeks from school due to inclement weather, the teachers are busy making sure the kids 

catch up and also assuring that we get our planned activities in.  We recently combined Pajama Day and the Teddy Bear 

parade as we gathered in the fellowship hall to dance with our bears, fill up on popcorn and watch a great ñCare Bearsò 

movie. It was hard to tell who enjoyed being in their jammies the mosté. the children or the teachers.  We also cele-

brated ñSeuss Dayò as we came dressed as our favorite Dr. Seuss character. We will soon begin to explore the true mean-

ing of Easter and then wrap up our school year with Beach Day, family picnics and graduation. It promises to be a great 

spring. 

 In closing, Iôd like to take a moment to thank our church members for their continued generosity in providing us 

soup labels, box tops, books and other items. Your gifts enable me to use our money for other items that we need during 

the year. We are also appreciative of the smiles the children receive as they traverse through the hallways. It makes us 

feel truly welcome. Please feel free to drop by anytime we are in the building. Weôd love to take you on a tour of our 

school.
