HOW TO PARTICIPATE  

As a Reader:

Every child who wants to participate in the Reading Program should register for the program and follow the guidelines as defined below.  Registration will begin on Sunday, June 27th.  Read as least 4 books per week (12 books total)
· Check out books from CUMC library on Wednesday evenings
· The books can be of child’s choice, the child can read the books or the books may be read to them by a parent, older sibling or other adult

· Record each book read on their reading log and report your readings on Wednesday evenings. Reading logs will be available on Wednesday, July 22nd.
· Each child will be matched with a sponsor to raise funds for the Backpack Missions project. A total of $12 can be raised by the child if 12 books are read over the course of 4 weeks.

As a Sponsor
Everyone has the opportunity to sign-up to sponsor a summer reader.  You may register on the pew pad or sign up at the Summer Reading station in Atrium. The giving amount in $1.00 per book read, with a maximum of $12 given per sponsor. All donations should be turned in by the conclusion of the program which is Wednesday, August 11th.
